Pros: Leaves more time for individual instruction.


Leaves teacher more comfortable with students working independently.


Teacher spends less time lecturing.


Teacher can expect more from students in terms of pursuing and editing their own work.

Students and teachers need these resources to better teach every type of student.  With computers, a teacher can record their lecture for future viewing by students, make sure that all students have equal access to all class resources, give the students a much wider source of knowledge to pull information from.  Students need the new technological resources in order to be able to keep up in the information age.  One may question what abilities a student gains by being able to outscore somebody else in a video game, or being able to write a webpage in HTML, but in doing these things the student has gained knowledge that will help them use other programs and will be easier for them to do things such as create a chart in Excel, properly format a bibliography in Word, or use a course management system .  The traditional classroom is not setup to teach the modern students because learning has become a continuous process.  Students have an abundance of knowledge outside of the classroom that they absorb, and as technology progresses, the modern classroom of today will quickly become obsolete without integration of these new forms of technology.  Giving students and teachers laptops also cuts down on the paper mess that all teachers and students have had to deal with.  The networks setup in the classrooms will allow teachers to quickly communicate with the students and pass on any information to the students when they need it.  Eventually the students will be able to communicate with students from every classroom allowing for a more diverse learning environment which allows opinions to not be restricted to the textbook and teacher.  The focus needs to begin with smart teachers and smart classrooms.
