After class Ms. Jones takes Vanessa aside to talk to her about her lack of attention to the class materials.  


What would you talk to Vanessa about?  What would you do to help Vanessa learn better?

In her seventh grade math class, Ms. Jones is careful to learn all her students' names during the first week of school, even though some of their names are very difficult for her to pronounce. She has told the students that they must call her "Mrs. Jones". She has her name written up on the board. However, an Asian student and a Kurdish student in her class always call her "Teacher" even after she has told them many times that her name is Mrs. Jones.

What effect does the title have in being a teacher?  How would you keep adressing the dilema?
